Field Officer’s Report:  Street Evangelist 
 

There is a Christian in Melbourne who used to be a 

farmer, a policeman, a pastor - all this over a span 

of 40 years. He is now a Street Evangelist and he 

works mostly in Federation Square, Melbourne. 

There he meets the world in one day. He says he 

meets more non-churched people on the streets and 

shares the gospel of Jesus with more non-Christians 

than he ever did as a pastor. As a pastor, he says, he 

spent most of his time putting out fires. He bemoans 

the fact that many pastors today spend a lot of time 

in administration and maintenance and lesser time 

than ever in face to face engagement with the non-

churched. 
 

In his street ministry he uses the following literature 

– the Gospel of John from TPTL Australia, and 

tracts. His name is Bruce Kelly. Here are a few 

samples of his daily ministry which he records in his 

journal.  
 

Sunday: 

 At the bus stop, an Asian lady appreciates my 

interest in her English learning skill. She 

accepts the literature. 

 In Hungry Jacks:  

o A young Asian on his way to a wedding 

accepts the literature in Chinese.  

o One of 3 Indian students says, “Spirituality 

is like a banana in its skin. Inside is God, 

but outside is religion. I love God but I hate 

religion.” I‟d never heard it put like that 

before. Each accepts the literature in 

Gudgerati language.  

o Chat with 2 Turkish students studying 

English. One says, “I am an atheist.” Both 

listen to Psalm 23 testimony. The atheist 

politely declines the literature. The other is 

surprised and pleased to receive the 

literature in Turkish.  
 

Another Day:  

 In Hungry Jacks: 2 Hindus from Hyderabad 

accept my Psalm 23 testimony. This is a 

significant conversation. They are more than a 

little surprised to receive the literature in 

Telegu! 

 At the bus stop: An Asian secondary school 

student (from Macau), who arrived in Australia 

a week ago, accepts the literature in Chinese. 
 

Monday: 

 A Vietnam veteran I first met in McDonalds 

(opposite our church) but had not seen for 

several years intercepts me at Kerrimuir Shops 

 and says, “Thanks for helping me through a 

rough spot.” 

 4 young people are sitting beside me in Hungry 

Jacks. Jason, Anita, Doris and Dominic are on 

a training course here in regard to their 

employment at OK Teddi mines in PNG. All 

speak good English and have Christian back-

ground. They accept the literature. I share my 

Psalm 23 testimony. They listen with rapt 

attention. Dominic says, “We are exposed to 

every aspect of life in Melbourne – good and 

bad. We must be careful. Our meeting with you 

today is Godsend. Please pray for us now?” It 

is a delight to do so as we sit with heads bowed. 

Dominic then says, “There‟s another 6 of us. 

Can the 10 of us meet you some time!”

Thursday: 

 A Sri Lankan lady in Federation Square accepts 

the literature.  

 To a young man who arrived in Australia 3 days 

ago, I say, “How are you?” He replies, 

“Columbia.” I repeat, “How are you?” He 

replies, “29 years.” I say, “How are you?” 

Fortunately, his English speaking mate arrives. 

The English lesson which follows includes 

reference to my Psalm 23 testimony. Both 

accept the literature. 

 To Juliet, a tourist from Paris, in Bourke Street 

Mall, I say, “What is the most important 

question in all the world for you?” She says, “I 

am here to find the answer for that question.” 

She stubs her cigarette. An English lesson based 

on the pot of gold at the end of her rainbow 

includes reference to John 3:16, John 8:12, and 

John 14:1-6. She gratefully accepts a copy of 

John‟s Gospel.  

 Sujin is preparing a research paper on Myki 

(ticketing system) for Metro (public transport 

system) to support his job application. He 

requests prayer.

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From the President’s Desk 

 

1. Many of you will know Stephen Downie (Field Officer of TPTL 

Australia), through reading his Reports and Meditations in the 

quarterly News Flashes, or by having him at a deputation service 

in your church or fellowship. The Executive Board members 

appreciate Stephen’s dedication and the fantastic programme he 

sets himself, generally over 100 Sunday meetings in any 12 

months plus often meetings through the weeks, spread over all the 

States. Australia is a BIG country with many former nationalities, 

languages and cultures. I believe God is calling us to bring the 

Good News of Jesus to as many as we can, as soon as we can. 
 

Among the options we have been considering are the appointment 

of a second Field Officer, either to work independently on a 

separate roster, or to share the States, with one centred in (say) 

Sydney or (say) Melbourne and the other in (say) Brisbane or 

(say) Adelaide or even Tasmania. There are other options which 

could be tabled, but there is one big challenge – finance, for we 

simply do not have the money for another wage and another car. 

We ask you, our readers and supporters, to PRAY for the Lord’s 

leading and guidance in all these matters, including in the choice 

of a suitable person, as He leads us in everything else. 
 

2. The situation in Thailand: Earlier this week I phoned Somchai to 

see how the family was fairing in the current violence in 

Bangkok. He told me that he and Saengthong had just arrived 

home from Suphanburi Province. As they got nearer to Bangkok, 

Somchai had to make a few detours to arrive home safely. They 

are well and will spend most of the time indoors. Sadudee and 

Sakon were reported to be safe and well. Somchai knew of no 

harm to his pastors or the congregations. Please pray for these 

people and the whole of Thailand.

 Pray for Tony and Heather of 

Leeton and George of Narrandera 

who have letter boxed the Gospel 

of John in 8,000 homes in Leeton, 

Narrandera and adjoining small 

towns. Tony wants to letter box in 

Griffith and Wagga Wagga. That 

will take 20,000 copies of John’s 

Gospel. 
 

 Praise God that 40,000 copies of 

HIV/Luke’s Gospel have arrived 

in Uganda. These will benefit 

schools and be a great help in 

countering HIV Aids. Leura 

Anglican Church will sponsor 

400 copies of HIV/Luke’s Gospel 

to Uganda. The Bible Society has 

been a partner in this project and 

there has been much prayer to see 

the Gospel delivered.  
 

 Pray for Dr Vicki in Darwin (a 

medical doctor) who has a great 

burden for Asians in their 

multitudes in Darwin. She wants 

support for East Timorese, 

Vietnamese, and all Asian tracts, 

New Testaments and Bibles to 

give out at the markets.

 2 Indians in Elizabeth Street accept the literature in 

Hindi and Gudgerati. 
 

 In McDonalds, a gentle, quiet, elderly Korean lady, 

who has lived in Denmark for 40 years, is visiting 

her son in Melbourne. She says, “About 10 years ago 

I had a crisis and became a Christian. Now I cannot 

live without faith in Jesus.” She accepts the 

literature in Korean and a “What a Friend” tract. 
 

 A friendly Nepalese student in Federation Square 

says he can‟t answer the big question. He accepts the 

literature in Nepalese. 
 

Sunday: Attend Croydon Baptist Church. Stephen 

Downie, Field Worker of TPTL inspires me with his 

personal testimony based on Exodus 2:1-10. TPTL 

supplies John‟s Gospel which I use in my ministry. 
 

A person rang Bruce Kelly one day and said he had heard 

a testimony in country South Australia in a church 

service, and the man giving the testimony said he had 

been converted through the witness of a Christian in 

Federation Square in Melbourne.

The other day I went to the Post Office at Lawson to pick 

up four cartons of Bible from the Bible Society. While I 

was there I saw a man who had a „dog collar‟ around his 

neck. I asked the people behind the counter, “Who is 

he?” They were very reluctant to divulge any 

information. When I was out on the pavement, I tapped 

him on the shoulder and told him about this wonderful 

Gospel of Mark that was now available for 30 cents, and 

it was designated for the 2010 World Cup Soccer. 
 

I wanted to sell him a stack of them. That’s as far as I got 

in 30 seconds. He began by telling me that he worked in a 

mission amongst the homeless and the prisoners. He said 

that he was pleased that someone was out there 

distributing the Gospel of Mark and making a difference 

because he saw society as being very greedy and so much 

in it that is not sacred. He decried that even the students 

in theological colleges are more demanding and do not 

live enough of self-sacrifice. 
 

I forgot altogether about selling him anything because I 

was so touched by his gentleness, compassion for people, 

and his lovely kindness. I felt I was in the presence of 

someone very special from God. 
 

He left me a gift of his love for the Lord that was more 

precious than gold! I went back into the Post Office and 

said we had been visited by a man of God who was also a 

good man.  
 

I meet people like this in the church all the time. They are 

God’s people! They are a peculiar people, and they are 

different to other people. They are from another world! 
 

“Keep on loving each other as brothers. Do not forget to 

entertain strangers, for by so doing some people have 

entertained angels without knowing it. Remember those 

in prison as if you were their fellow prisoners, and those 

who are mistreated as if you yourself were suffering.”
